MONDAY, DECEMBER 1, 2008

Don Leger informed us of a telephone conversation he had with a staff member of Richard Sullivan’s office.  She stated to him that she thought there were state monies available to help with our weed eradication, but because there are different categories of funding, she is going to investigate for us and try to determine which might be the best funding category to apply for.  We were encouraged by this news.  Don will keep us informed.


The Winter Fishing Derby, is to be held Sunday, February 1, 2009, Pete Sanuita stated that Waste Management Co. is again supporting this event for the adults, but Pete is looking for people to donate prizes for the children that participate.  He suggested fishing rods, etc., anything associated with fishing as prizes for the little ones.


Janet Sanuita reminded  us that her two year term as treasurer is coming to an end.  She does not wish to continue as treasurer.  We must start planning for nominations and an election.
